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Branch and Leaf pick up, Tree Replacement

Frankfort Township Road District is located at 9434 W. LaPorte Road in  
Mokena, just east of Rt. 45. We have a relatively small staff and 65 plus 
miles of road within our jurisdiction, which consists of unincorporated  
areas and a large and ever-growing population of 55,000 to serve. 
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   Branch pickup for the season has now ended as of September 26, 2016.  The new season will begin 
Monday, May 1, 2017.   
 
   We are now in the process of getting our trucks ready for leaf pickup season.  The leaf pickup program 
is a fall program that starts approximately in mid-October and ends with the first measurable snowfall.   

 
   Please rake your leaves into piles to the road 
edge, NOT into the ditch or in the road.  Leaves 
put into bags or any other type of containers 
WILL NOT be picked up. 
 
   There is no spring/summer pickup of leaves.  
You, as the homeowner, will be responsible for 
leaf disposal during this time of year. 
 
   Calls for branch pickup and leaf pick up is 
not required. 
 
   We are in the process now of upgrading some 
of our roads in Frankfort Township.  The road 
project includes various roads in Frankfort 
Square and is scheduled for completion by the 
end of 2016. 
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Winter Weather

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   Winter is coming so please check your mailboxes for stability.  Sometimes just the weight of the snow 
coming off the plow is enough to knock your mailbox over.  Clearing snow away from your mailbox is 
helpful to the postal carriers.  If your mailbox is not accessible, you may not get your mail delivered.  
This has been an ongoing issue with the post office. 
 
   To avoid snow being thrown back onto your driveway from the snow plows, it would be helpful to 
pile your snow on the right-hand side of your driveway (when facing the road).  It may not get thrown 
back onto your driveway by the snow plow if the direction is left to right. 
 
   After the plows go through, residents should not move any snow that has been deposited in their drive-
ways back onto the street.  It if freezes and damages someoneôs car, technically, you might be liable if 
there is an accident. 
 
   If it snows on the day that your garbage and recyclables are collected, please place your bags and con-
tainers in a spot away from the road to avoid the snow plows from accidentally scattering your garbage.

The seasons are changing and the cold 
weather is upon us.  This also means there are going to be changes for our pets and 
local wildlife.  Make sure your decks, sheds and any buildings are closed up or you 
might have an unwanted tenant. 
 
   If your have a pet/animal who enjoys being outside in cold weather, you must en-
sure that they have a warm enclosed area to keep them dry and out of the inclement 
weather.  Ensure that their enclosure has fresh food and unlimited water supply.  Make sure the water 
does not freeze, this can be avoided by getting heated bowls and heated beds or straw for extra comfort.  
The safest place for our pets are inside so they can avoid frostbite. 
 
   Coyotes will become more courageous, especially in the colder months when their  food source is hard-
er to find.  Please keep a watchful eye on your pets and make sure there isnôt any outside food source to 
encourage them to hang around.
