Warmer weather is coming so 
please donôt forget your pets preventions; flea, tick, heartworm and vaccinations 

for spring and summer.   

     With the seasons changing, so does our wildlife.  Make sure your window wells 
are covered, garbage can lids are closed and if you are able, close any openings around your deck, 
sheds and home. 

        Frankfort Township does not handle nuisance wildlife, 
however there are plenty of trappers who will come into our area 
to handle nuisance wildlife. When trapping wildlife you must have 
permit and have a license to trap, refer to our website for some 
trapper numbers. 
 
     Remember, when taking your pet for a walk, have them on a 

leash and pickup after them. 

When you leave your pets outside ñaloneò for more than two hours because you feel they will enjoy 
the weather, donôt forget that they need shelter and water.    

     Also remember to check your fences, gates and dog lines for 

no escapes and remember there is a barking ordinance. 

     Donôt forget to purchase your yearly Frankfort Township ID 
pet tag ($5.00) at Frankfort Township or the Villages. Your 
Rabies tag number is required for tag purchase.
